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"now the Son of man shall be glori-

fied"(13:36-38). The more we live our 

lives by the Holy Spirit, the more we 

also will begin to experience the glory 

of the Lord. "and all of us with un-

veiled faces, seeing the glory of the 

Lord, as though reflected through a 

mirror, are being transformed into the 

same image from one degree of glory 

to another, for this comes from the 

Lord, the Spirit"(2 Cor:18).This glory 

is happening to us now, one degree at 

a time! We are in the process of being 

glorified through the Holy Spirit 

working in our lives. Moses reflected 

the glory of the Lord when he came 

 

We have seen the glory of the Lord! This is 

a proclamation we attribute to the Bible 

when Moses met God face to face. But do 

we realize that it can apply to our own 

lives today, even on a daily basis?  

 

We begin to understand this when we look 

at Isaiah 49:1-8, and He said to me, "You 

are my servant Israel in whom I will be 

glorified." Israel refers to God's chosen 

people in whom we also have become 

through our profession of faith in Jesus 

Christ. God, through Jesus, intends to glo-

rify us as Jesus asked His father to glorify 

Him just before his death. In John we read, 

into the presence of the Lord. Today we 

are at an even greater advantage than 

Moses because we now have the glory of 

the Lord already manifesting itself in our 

lives through the working of the Holy 

Spirit. We witness this glory also when 

the priest elevates the Host and says, 

"Behold, this is my Body." The Catholic 

Catechism, Section 1413 refers to the 

host as the "glorified state that we re-

ceive in the host at communion." We 

then have the privilege of receiving the 

glorified Lord into our own lives when 

we receive communion. We can also go 

to the Adoration Chapel following this to
